Pastor’s Column August 30-31, 2014

Losing your life for Christ in order to save it.

Believe it or not, the Labor Day weekend is upon us, and with it comes the traditional end of the
summer season. Vacations are ending; preparations are being made in earnest in our school for the return
of our teachers and students next week. Two new Universal Pre-K classrooms have been created. Our
Religious Education program is gearing up. Our new Youth Ministry program is getting ready to begin,
and we are about to start the work on our new multi-media center, The Lion’s Den, which 1 wrote about
in my column last week.

I hope everyone had a time for some rest and relaxation. If you are like me, you are wondering
where the summer went. Why is it that the time we have for enjoyment seems to pass by so quickly?

St. Peter probably asked himself the same thing. In last weekend’s gospel, he was on top of the
world. He professed Jesus to be the Christ, the Son of the living God, and Jesus called Peter the rock on
which Jesus would build His Church. But in the very next moment, which we hear about in this week-
end’s gospel, Peter is being called Satan by Jesus because Peter cannot accept Jesus’ revelation that as
the Messiah He must suffer, die and be raised. Jesus then tells his disciples, “Whoever wishes to come
after me must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me. For whoever wishes to save his life will
lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will save it” (Matt 16:24-25). What does it mean to lose
one’s life for Christ in order to save it?

Jesus is telling us that there is nothing more important in life than the salvation of our soul.
As Jesus says, “What profit would there be for one to gain the whole world and forfeit his
life” (Matthew 16:26)? Man’s goal does not consist of accumulating worldly goods or enjoying the
good things of life; these are only means to an end. Our last end, our ultimate goal, is God himself.
We possess God in advance, as it were, in this life here on earth by means of His grace, and we long
to possess God fully and for ever in heaven. Jesus shows us the path we must take to reach this
destination — denying ourselves, saying no to selfishness, to attachments, to material goods and comforts,
and to the easy way, and taking up our cross. For no earthly, impermanent good can compare with our
soul’s eternal salvation.

So as we return to school and work, remember that these are means to an end. Let’s make the
motto of St. Ignatius of Loyola our own, that everything we do might be “A d maiorem Dei gloriam inque
hominum salutem,” or “For the greater glory of God and the salvation of man.”
