Pastor’s Column December 27-28, 2014
Every Family a Holy Family

The weekend between Christmas and New Year’s Day we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Family of
Jesus, Mary and Joseph. This year that feast takes on special significance as our Holy Father convened an
Extraordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops on the family this past October, which will con-
clude in October, 2015 with an Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops in Rome on that same
topic. Additionally, Pope Francis will make his first trip to the United States and come to Philadelphia to
attend the World Meeting of Families September 22-27, 2015. In fact, all our recent Popes have made the
theme of family life central to their pontificate.

In January, 1964 Pope Paul VI traveled to Nazareth and visited the Basilica of the Annunciation.
While there he stated that the life of the Holy Family at Nazareth can teach us about family life. He said,
“May Nazareth serve as a model of what the family should be. May it show us the family's holy and endur-
ing character and exemplify its basic function in society: a community of love and sharing, beautiful for the
problems it poses and the rewards it brings, in sum, the perfect setting for rearing children - and for this
there is no substitute.” Pope Benedict XVI once called the family “the privileged setting where every person
learns to give and receive love.... The family is also a school which enables men and women to grow to the
full measure of their humanity.” But despite a personal family life filled with tragedy, no Pope has done
more to promote and support the family than Pope Saint John Paul II.

In 1981, Pope John Paul II founded the Pontifical Institute for Studies on Marriage and Family.
Based at the Lateran University in Rome, it has locations in over eight countries including the United States,
Mexico, Spain, Brazil and Australia. In a Letter to Families written on the Feast of the Presentation, Febru-
ary 2, 1994, Pope Saint John Paul II taught, “The Holy Family is the beginning of countless other holy fami-
lies. The Second Vatican Council recalled that holiness is the vocation of all the baptized. In our age, as in
the past, there is no lack of witnesses to the gospel of the family.... The history of mankind, the history of
salvation, passes by way of the family.... The family is placed at the center of the great struggle between
good and evil, between life and death, between love and all that is opposed to love. To the family is entrust-
ed the task of striving, first and foremost, to unleash the forces of good, the source of which is found in
Christ the Redeemer of man. Every family unit needs to make these forces their own so that ... the family
will be strong with the strength of God.”

Here at St. Mark and St. Margaret Mary we have made the family our central theme for the year. We
began the fall with a celebration of our unity in diversity with an International Family Festival and this
spring we will come together as a parish family on April 25", the Feast of St. Mark, to enjoy a Parish Picnic

at Nansen Park in Staten Island. May all our families be holy families! - Fr. Bob

WE ARE GOD'S HOLY FAMILY
The scriptures of Israel are filled with many sto-
ries of barren couples who were miraculously
granted the gift of children by God. Surely the
best known among these is the first reading
from today, from which Luke took inspiration
when he recounted the miraculous birth of John
the Baptist to Zechariah and Elizabeth, and the
more miraculous birth of Jesus to Mary and
Joseph. In each instance, we are given exam-
ples or role models of those who trusted in God.
More than examples of those who trust, they are
models of self-surrender. They abandoned their
own presuppositions and prejudices about the
workings of the world and turned their lives
over to belief in a God who can make life grow
where none ought to;, a God who can turn death
around into a new and unimagined life; a God
who can, today, take a tiny child of humble
parents in an insignificant town and make him
into a light for all the world. This is what we, as
God's holy family, are called to do each day: to
trust not in ourselves and the way we think
things should be, but to open ourselves and
surrender ourselves in faith to a God of endless

promise.
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
