Pastor’s Column November 29-30, 2014 

Beginning at the End 

This weekend we start a new liturgical year as we celebrate the First Sunday of Advent. And we begin by   

focusing on the end, as in our Gospel reading Our Lord urges us to: “Be watchful! Be alert! You do not know 

when the time will come.” The time to which Jesus is referring is His Second Coming at the end of the world, 

when as King, as we heard in last weekend’s Gospel, He will sit upon his throne in judgment of the living and the 

dead. 

The term “Advent” is an anglicized version of the Latin word “Adventus” which means coming. The sea-

son of Advent is one of joy, expectant waiting, and preparation for the coming of Christ from three different per-

spectives which correspond to three invocations from one of our Penitential Rites at the beginning of Mass. We 

anticipate the joy of the Nativity, the birth of our Messiah into human history who came to gather the nations into 

the peace of God’s Kingdom. We remain vigilant and alert for Christ who comes to us in Word and Sacrament in 

our daily lives, often in the form of the poor and those most in need. And we expectantly wait and prepare for 

Christ our King, who will come again in glory with salvation for his people on the last day at the end of time.  

One of the great symbols of Advent is the Advent wreath, that circle of evergreen branches with four   

candles representing the four Sundays of Advent that sits in front of our altar. The three purple candles in particu-

lar symbolize the prayer, penance, and preparatory sacrifices and goods works we should be undertaking during 

this season. The rose candle is lit on the third Sunday, Gaudete Sunday, the Sunday of rejoicing, to remind us that 

our preparation is half over and we are drawing ever nearer to Christmas.  

Our secular society has tried to hijack and secularize our celebration of Christmas, turning it into a season 

of sales to boost our economy. Let’s use this season of Advent wisely, focusing our preparations on our minds 

and hearts so that we might be alert and ready for the Lord whenever He comes, in time and at the end of time.

As we begin a new liturgical year, you will find on the opposite page to the right a summary of our finan-

cial report for our most recent fiscal year which runs from September 1, 2013 to August 31, 2014. I am happy to 

report that St. Mark and St. Margaret Mary ended the year with a net surplus of $58,174 and $101,376 respec-

tively. While for both parishes ordinary expenses continue to exceed ordinary income, that deficit was narrowed 

and was more than made up by the excess of extraordinary income over extraordinary expenses. In the case of St. 

Mark, that was primarily due to donations outside of our regular collections and the money we received back 

from the Annual Catholic Appeal. For St. Margaret Mary, that was primarily due to the investment income gen-

erated by the funds from the sale of the rectory. If you have any questions about our finances, please do not hesi-

tate to ask and I will do my best to get you the information you desire.
