Pastor’s Column April 20 – 21, 2019 
 

Signs of Life 
 

Spring weather has finally arrived. The flowers on our church lawn are coming up, the 
forsythia bushes around the school are in full bloom, and signs of new life abound all over. The 
opening prayer for our Easter Sunday liturgy begins, “O God, who on this day, through your Only 
Begotten Son, have conquered death and unlocked for us the path to eternity, grant, we pray, that 
we who keep the solemnity of the Lord’s Resurrection may, through the renewal brought by your 
Spirit, rise up in the light of life.” That’s what Easter is all about. That’s what our faith is all about. 
Jesus Christ has won our victory over sin and death and brought us the promise of new life. 
Resurrected life. Eternal life. Alleluia! 

 
This year’s Easter Vigil Gospel is St. Luke’s account of the Resurrection. When the women 

arrive with spices to anoint the body of Jesus, they find the stone rolled away, an empty tomb, and 
two men in dazzling garments appear to them and say, “Why do you seek the living one among the 
dead? He is not here, but he has been raised.” Later, on Easter Sunday afternoon, we hear a 
continuation of Luke’s Gospel, the story of the two disciples who encounter the risen Jesus on the 
road to Emmaus, but do not at first recognize him. Even though they heard the account of the 
women who went to the tomb, they leave the others behind and are walking away from Jerusalem. 
They say, “Some women from our group, however, have astounded us: they were at the tomb early 
in the morning and did not find his body; they came back and reported that they had indeed seen 
a vision of angels who announced that he was alive. Then some of those with us went to the tomb 
and found things just as the women had described, but him they did not see.” Then after Jesus 
explains the Scriptures to them they invite him to stay with them. Luke writes, “And it happened 
that while he was with them at table, he took bread, said the blessing, broke it, and gave it to 
them. With that their eyes were opened and they recognized him, but he vanished from their sight. 
[…] So they set out at once and returned to Jerusalem where they found gathered together the 
eleven and those with them who were saying, ‘The Lord has truly been raised and has appeared to 
Simon!’” 

 
Easter is a time our church is often filled with many guests, visitors, and those who do not 

worship on a regular basis. You are always most welcome here! We love to have you as part of our 
parish community. In our ever more secularized world, it is easy to dismiss many of the traditions 
of our faith. Like those two disciples who left Jerusalem and were walking away from the 
community of believers, we too can fail to recognize Jesus in our midst and miss out on 
opportunities to encounter him, especially in the breaking of the bread at every Mass. And even 
those of us who are “regulars” can sometimes take our faith for granted.  

 
As our Easter gift to you, please receive a copy of Scott Hahn’s book Signs of Life. In it, he 

examines different traditional practices of the Church by looking at their biblical and historical 
roots, from simple things like holy water, the sign of the Cross, and candles, to the more complex 
such as the Mass, the Sacraments, and indulgences. The author states, “The idea here is to 
heighten our awareness of our faith, to make our devotions as everyday as possible. We want to 
form good habits of prayer – or to use the more intimidating modern term: disciplines of prayer. 
The sacramental principle works so well because it presupposes the fundamental reality of human 
nature: we are composed of body and soul, a material body and a spiritual soul. What we do to one 
component profoundly affects the other. What we do with our body, our senses, provides the 
foundation for our spiritual growth.”
