Pastor’s Column April 1-2, 2017
“Do you believe this? [...] See how he loved him.”

Our Gospel reading for the Fifth Sunday of Lent is St. John’s account of what is
perhaps Jesus’ greatest miracle, the raising of his good friend Lazarus, the brother of Martha
and Mary, from the dead. Certainly, Jesus demonstrated his power over death by other
miracles such as the raising of the daughter of Jairus and the son of the widow of Nain. But
neither of those events compares with the drama of our Lord arriving at the tomb in which
Lazarus had lain for four days, ordering the stone to be rolled away, and crying out in a loud
voice, “Lazarus, come out!” St. John writes, “The dead man came out, tied hand and foot
with burial bands, and his face was wrapped in a cloth. So Jesus said to them, “‘Untie him,
and let him go.””

This story of Jesus’ raising Lazarus from the dead is first and foremost a story of faith.
We see that it is a story of faith because Jesus tells his disciples, “Lazarus has died. And | am
glad for you that | was not there, that you may believe.” Then when our Lord arrives in
Bethany and is challenged by Lazarus’ sister Martha, Jesus asks her point blank, “I am the
resurrection and the life; whoever believes in me, even if he dies, will live, and everyone
who lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?” And Martha’s response is
a profession of faith is a model for us all. “Yes, Lord. | have come to believe that you are the
Christ, the Son of God, the one who is coming into the world.” Finally, the Jews who at first
doubt Jesus saying, “Could not the one who opened the eyes of the blind man have done
something so that this man would not have died?” start to live in faith. St. John ends the pas-
sage by reporting, “Now many of the Jews who had come to Mary and seen what he (Jesus)
had done began to believe in him.”

But this story of Jesus’ raising Lazarus from the dead is also very much a story of love.
When Martha and Mary send word to Jesus that their brother is in need of help they do not
even have to use his name. Rather, they say, “Master, the one you love is ill.” Furthermore,
St. John goes out of his way to tell us, “Now Jesus loved Martha and her sister (Mary) and
Lazarus.” And when Jesus arrives at the tomb and weeps, the Jews remark, “See how he
loved him.” Our Holy Father Pope Francis has said, “Jesus wanted to show us his heart as
the heart that loved so deeply. God loved us; he loved with such great love. | am thinking of
what St. Ignatius told us... He pointed out two criteria for love. The first: love is expressed
more clearly in actions than in words. The second: there is greater love in giving than in
receiving. This weekend is our commitment weekend for the 2017 Annual Catholic Appeal
whose theme is Live in Faith, Give in Love. Please be as generous as your means and
circumstances allow. And with the most sacred time of the year, Holy Week and Easter fast
approaching, let us pray for and support one another so that we may all Live in Faith and

Give in Love!
