Pastor’s Column April 8 —9, 2017
“My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?”

Each year on Palm Sunday, which is more formally known as Palm Sunday of the Lord’s
Passion, we listen to one of the Synoptic Gospels’ account of Jesus’ triumphant entry into Jerusalem
followed by His crucifixion and death; from the shouts of, “Hosanna to the Son of David,” to the
cries of, “Let him be crucified!” To paraphrase the introduction to the Wide World of Sports when |
was growing up, we go from the thrill of victory to the agony of defeat. This year it is St. Matthew’s
version that we hear. Written for a predominantly Jewish audience, Matthew's Passion narrative
follows that of his main source, St. Mark, in basic outline and content. But Matthew's narrative
more carefully binds the passion and death of Jesus the Messiah to his role as teacher and Son of
Man who comes at the end of the age. With other added details, Matthew heightens the crime and
death of Jesus' betrayer Judas, notes a dream revelation to the wife of Pilate that Jesus is a
“righteous man”, has Pilate “wash his hands” of any responsibility for Jesus' death, accompanies
Jesus' death with an earthquake and a resurrection of the saints, and reports a posting of a guard at
the tomb by the Jewish leaders to prevent the theft of Jesus' body.

One spot where the differences between the two accounts are stark is at the moment of Jesus’
death. Both Matthew and Mark have Jesus, at the moment of his death, reciting the first verse of
Psalm 22, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” But Matthew makes a couple of subtle
but significant changes to indicate that Jesus actually dies with that prayer on his lips. He says he
“cried out again,” and he alters the way Mark has expressed it. So Jesus dies with this great lament
song of the Old Testament on his lips.

Like other psalms of lament, Psalm 22, which is the basis for our Responsorial Psalm, has a
two fold structure. The first part is pure lament and speaks of the torment of the psalmist who’s
praying. It’s almost like a nightmare imagery. He cries out. People are surrounding him and taunting
him. “All who see me scoff at me; they mock me with parted lips, they wag their heads: He relied
on the LORD; let him deliver him, let him rescue him, if he loves him.” In the second half of the
Psalm, suddenly the mood shifts. It changes to exultation. There’s no explanation. It’s almost like a
catharsis, and there is praise of God’s trustworthiness. “I will proclaim your name to my brethren; in
the midst of the assembly I will praise you: You who fear the LORD, praise him; all you
descendants of Jacob, give glory to him; revere him, all you descendants of Israel! For he has not
spurned or disdained the misery of this poor wretch, did not turn away from me, but heard me when
I cried out.”

What Matthew has done in this portrayal is to present Jesus in some very Jewish tones. He’s
an obedient, faithful seeker of God’s will in his life. Matthew says, Jesus “handed over his spirit.”
Most interpreters think that Matthew is evoking a very Jewish concept of the obedient death. You
hand back to God the life breath. So what Matthew is doing here with these subtle changes is that he
is presenting Jesus as dying in anguish but still trusting of God. And by trusting in God, no matter
how bad things may seem, we never end in the agony of defeat, but rather with the thrill of victory.
Have a Blessed Holy Week.
