Pastor’s Column January 28-29, 2017 
“Rejoice and be glad, for your reward will be great in heaven.” 

Our Gospel reading this weekend comes from the beginning of the fifth chapter of St.        
Matthew, the start of what is famously known as Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount. This discourse, from 
which we will be listening every Sunday from now until the beginning of Lent, takes up three full 
chapters in Matthew’s Gospel. The Sermon on the Mount has been called “the Compendium of 
Christ’s Doctrine”, the Magna Carta of the Kingdom”, and “the Manifesto of the King”. All are 
agreed that in the Sermon on the Mount we have the essence of the teaching of Jesus to the inner 
circle of his chosen disciples, and the essence of what will make us truly happy here and now, and 
lead to eternal life with God in heaven. 

 

The sermon begins with what are known as the Beatitudes. Consisting of eight statements all 
of the same form, they contain, in embryo, the entire program of Christian perfection. Blessed are 
the poor in spirit, those who mourn, the meek, those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, the 
merciful, the clean of heart, the peacemakers, and those who suffer persecution. These should not be 
thought of as different groups of people; rather, they are different demands made on everyone who 
wants to be a disciple of Christ. So counter-cultural, they sound very harsh to our ears. All of the 
Beatitudes have an eschatological meaning; that is, they promise us definitive salvation, not in this 
world, but in the next. But the spirit of the Beatitudes does give us, in this life, peace in the midst of 
tribulation. They imply a completely new approach, quite at odds with our usual way of evaluating 
things, putting spiritual good on a much higher plane than material possessions. 

 

According to William Barclay in his commentary on the Gospel of Matthew, the word 
blessed which is used in each of the Beatitudes is a very special word. It is the Greek work            
makarios, a word which specially describes the attitude of the gods. Makarios means that joy which 
has its secret within itself, that joy which is serene and untouchable and self-contained, that joy 
which is completely independent of all the chances and changes of life. The Beatitudes speak of that 
joy which seeks us through our pain, that joy which sorrow and loss, and pain and grief are power-
less to touch, that joy which shines through tears, which nothing in life and death can take away. 
The world can win its joys, and the world can equally well lose its joys. A change in fortune, a col-
lapse in health, the failure of a plan, the disappointment of an ambition, even a change in weather 
can take away the fickle joy the world can give. But the Christian has the serene and untouchable 
joy which comes from walking forever in the company and in the presence of Christ.  

 

 And so the Beatitudes are much more than simple statements. In the original Aramaic which 
Jesus spoke, they are in fact exclamations which mean, “O the blessedness of …, O the bliss of …, 
O the joy of …” This is critical, for it suggests that the Beatitudes are not mere pious hopes of what 
one day shall be, they are congratulations on what is. The blessedness which belongs to us Chris-
tians is not something which is postponed to some future world of glory; it is a blessedness which 
exists here and now. It is not something into which Christians will enter; it is something into which 
we have entered. Yes, it will find its fullness in God’s presence in heaven, but it is also a present re-
ality to be enjoyed on our journey to Him. The Beatitudes in effect say: “O the bliss of being a 
Christian! O the joy of following Christ! O the happiness of knowing Jesus Christ as Master, Savior, 
and Lord!” So rejoice and be glad now, for your reward will be great in heaven.

SPONSORS:  The Role of a Sponsor 
A sponsor is a witness to those, adult or child,  
preparing to receive the sacrament of Confirma-
tion,  and to those entering into full initiation of 
Christian life through the adult RCIA program.    
Through these sacraments the Candidates and 
Elect are, strengthened by the power of the Holy 
Spirit, made a true witness of Christ in word and 
deed, and invited more deeply into the life of the 
Church.  
 

The sponsors most significant role is to be a role 
model of such witness and unifying love.  If you 
are a practicing Catholic, who has received  
Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation, you can be 
a sponsor.
