 Pastor’s Column  
July 6 - 7, 2019 

 
         “The harvest is abundant, but the laborers are few; 

  so, ask the master of the harvest to send out laborers for his harvest.” 
 

 When I was growing up, there was a popular TV series called Mission Impossible. Starring 
Peter Graves and Martin Landau, that show chronicled the missions of a team of secret government 
agents known as the Impossible Missions Force or IMF. In 1996 it was made into a movie starring 
Tom Cruise which itself has become a series, with sequels released in 2000, 2006, 2011, 2015, 
and  2018, and two more films scheduled for release in 2021 and 2022. Each episode started with the 
head agent receiving his instructions via an audio tape which began, “Your mission, should you 
choose to accept it ...” and ended with, “this tape will self-destruct in five seconds. Good luck.” 

 
In our Gospel this weekend, our Lord appoints seventy-two of his disciples for a special 

mission. He sends them out in pairs to every town and place he intends to visit. Jesus warns the 
seventy-two that this mission is fraught with danger. “I am sending you like lambs among wolves,” he 
says to them. This mission also demands total detachment and complete abandonment to divine 
providence. He tells them, “Carry no money bag, no sack, no sandals; and greet no one along the 
way.” But we see that this mission is more than just a onetime thing by the prayer that Jesus asks 
them to pray. He says to them, “The harvest is abundant, but the laborers are few; so, ask the master 
of the harvest to send laborers for his harvest.” 

 
This is the original prayer for vocations, and for two thousand years the Church has been 

praying for young men and women, as well as some not so young men and women, to answer Christ’s 
call to pursue a vocation to the priesthood, to the diaconate and to religious life. Last week I 
celebrated the tenth anniversary of my ordination to the priesthood, so I cannot help but reflect on 
the awesome nature of a priestly vocation which Pope St. John Paul II liked to refer to as gift and 
mystery. He said that every vocation to the priesthood is a great gift which infinitely transcends the 
individual and at the same time is a tremendous mystery of divine election. “It is the mystery of a 
wondrous exchange between God and man. A man offers his humanity to Christ, so that Christ may 
use him as an instrument of salvation, making him as it were into another Christ. Unless we grasp 
the mystery of this exchange, we will not understand how it can be that a young man, hearing the 
words, ‘Follow me!” can give up everything for Christ, in the certainty that if he follows this path he 
will find complete personal fulfillment.” 

 
These are indeed challenging times for the Priesthood and for the Church. It can often feel like 

we are being sent out as lambs among wolves. But from my personal experience I can tell you that 
our Holy Father of happy memory was right. It was only when I could get beyond the false measures 
of success and expectations of this world in order to follow God’s will for my life that I could truly 
experience that complete personal fulfillment he mentioned as well as a deep sense of peace and joy 
at the core of my being. For what could be more important and more rewarding than to allow oneself 
to be used by Christ as an instrument for salvation, to act in the person of Christ transforming bread 
and wine into His Body and Blood, forgiving sins in His name, and being an altar-Christos, another 
Christ in the world? It is very humbling. Any normal person’s reaction is that it is impossible, I am 
not worthy; I could never live up to that. And that is true; it is an impossible mission for any man, but 
not for God. With God all things are possible. God calls ordinary, normal, weak and sinful human 
beings and helps them do extraordinary things. It is all His grace. It is all His love. It is all His gift and 
mystery, a gift to be received and cherished, a mystery to reflect upon in awe and humility, 
encouraged by our support and our prayers.
