Pastor’s Column March 11-12, 2017  
“Rise, and do not be afraid.” 

 I am sure most of you by now are familiar with the term “spoiler alert”. It has become so 
commonplace that it is listed in the Merriam-Webster dictionary which defines the term as “a    
warning that a plot spoiler is about to be revealed.” According to that source, the first known use of 
the term spoiler alert occurred in 1994. In the beginning, it was used mainly for sporting events 
which, rather than being televised live, would be shown later on videotape in prime time to attract a 
larger audience. Today, with DVR’s, TV on demand, and internet streaming, people rarely watch 
the same thing at the same time any more. The details of the conclusion of a drama’s plot, including 
the climax and ending, are especially regarded as spoiler material. And so these days water cooler 
conversations about a particular show typically begin with the questions, “What season are you in,” 
and “What episode are you up to.” 
 

Well, the greatest drama in the history of the world is the story of our salvation. It began with 
Adam and Eve and, as we heard in our Old Testament reading last week, their temptation and fall. It 
led to Noah through whom God gave the human race a new beginning, and continued through  
Abraham whose obedience God rewarded by making him the father of his chosen people. God 
chose Moses to lead his people from the slavery of Egypt to freedom in the Promised Land and    
delivered to Moses His Law. God gave his people David as their king, and promised that one of   
David’s descendants would rule over His Kingdom forever. And when because of their unfaithful-
ness the Israelites were exiled into captivity, God sent prophets to call them to conversion and to 
remind them of His faithfulness to his promise which would be fulfilled in the Messiah. And so the 
climax of the story of our salvation is reached in the coming of our Savior, Jesus, the Christ. 

    

If the term spoiler alert was around in Jesus’ day, he may have used it when, as we hear in 
this weekend’s Gospel, he took his closest disciples, Peter, James and John with him up a high 
mountain and allowed them to see him in his post-Resurrection glory in the event known as The 
Transfiguration. St. Matthew tells us: “His face became white as light. And behold, Moses and     
Elijah appeared to them.” In the Transfiguration Jesus is revealed to be the promised Messiah when 
the voice from the cloud announced, “This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen 
to him.” Overwhelmed, Jesus’ disciples fell prostrate in fear, but Jesus touched them and said, 
“Rise, and do not be afraid.” If his closest Apostles were scared at that moment, think of how fright-
ened they would later be when they witnessed Jesus being arrested, watched him being scourged 
and forced to carry his Cross to a very publicly humiliating and painful death. That glimpse of his 
glory in the Transfiguration was meant to give them hope though those tough times and challenges 
that would lie ahead. 

 

 My brothers and sisters, “Rise, and do not be afraid.” Though we, too, live in difficult and 
challenging times where it is easy to become frightened, discouraged, and to lose hope, there is no 
spoiler alert. We already know how the story ends. Jesus’ mission does not end in defeat in death, 
but in victory through His Resurrection. And we will share in that victory as long as we listen to 
Him, follow Him, and remain faithful to Him. Lent is a time to strengthen our wills using those 
tools of prayer, fasting and almsgiving to help us through the difficult times in our lives so we can 
more worthily celebrate that victory at Easter and one day live in that resurrected glory forever in 
heaven.
