Pastor’s Column May 11 - 12, 2019 
 

“My sheep hear my voice; I know them and they follow me.” 
 

  
This weekend we celebrate the Fourth Sunday of Easter which is known as Good Shepherd 

Sunday and is the World Day of Prayer for Vocations. The purpose of the World Day of Prayer for 
Vocations is to publicly fulfill the Lord's instruction to, "Pray the Lord of the harvest to send 
laborers into his harvest.” As a climax to a prayer that is continually offered throughout the 
Church, it affirms the primacy of faith and grace in all that concerns vocations to the priesthood 
and to the consecrated life.  While appreciating all vocations, the Church concentrates its attention 
this day on vocations to the ordained ministries (priesthood and diaconate), to the Religious life in 
all its forms (male and female, contemplative and apostolic), to societies of apostolic life, to secular 
institutes in their diversity of services and membership, and to the missionary life, in the 
particular sense of mission "ad gentes", that is, mission to the peoples. 

 
In his 2019 Message Pope Francis said, “I would like to reflect, on this World Day of Prayer 

for Vocations, on how the Lord’s call makes us bearers of a promise and, at the same time, asks of 
us the courage to take a risk, with him and for him. […] The Lord’s call is not an intrusion of God 
in our freedom; it is not a cage or a burden to be borne. On the contrary, it is the loving initiative 
whereby God encounters us and invites us to be part of a great undertaking. […] Embracing this 
promise naturally demands the courage to risk making a decision… We are called to be bold and 
decisive in seeking God’s plan for our lives. […] And yet, there can be no greater joy than to risk 
one’s life for the Lord! I would like to say this especially to you, the young. Do not be deaf to the 
Lord’s call… Do not yield to fear, which paralyzes us before the great heights to which the Lord 
points us… The Lord promises the joy of a new life that can fill our hearts and enliven our 
journey.” 

 
As those of you who have seen my On the Block interview with Ed Wilkinson already know, 

my life is a perfect example of what our Holy Father is saying. I had what I considered to be my 
ideal job, I was making more money than I could have ever imagined, I was traveling all over the 
world, and by the world’s standards was successful and happy. And yet, when I was finally able to 
clearly hear the Lord’s voice and trust in his plan for my life, I truly felt that deep sense of peace 
and joy that comes from being in sync with God’s will and experienced new and exciting 
adventures beyond my wildest dreams.  

 
 Clearly the words of Jesus at the beginning of our Gospel are meant for us all: “My sheep 

hear my voice; I know them, and they follow me.” This short, simple sentence provides the basis 
for a program we can follow in order to for us to receive the extraordinary gift Jesus promises us: “I 
give them eternal life, and they shall never perish.” The three verbs are the key: to hear, to know, 
and to follow. First, we must be able to hear Jesus’ voice. We have to be able to eliminate all the 
distractions and background noise our secular culture blares out at us, and we need to be able to 
distinguish the voice of Jesus from those false prophets who try to lead us astray. The first action, 
hearing, leads to the second, knowing. Of course, Jesus knows us; he made us. He knows us 
better than we know ourselves. And hearing and knowing together must necessarily lead to 
following. If we truly believe Jesus to be that whom we profess him to be, if we are convinced that 
he is God, the Lord of our lives, how could we not follow him wherever he leads us? 

 
On this weekend when we also celebrate Mother’s Day, Pope Francis reminds us to look to 

our Mother Mary whose “vocation was both a promise and a risk. Her mission was not easy, yet 
she did not allow fear to prevail.” Sounds like all our mothers. May God bless them, living and 
deceased.
