Pastor’s Column September 16 — 17, 2017
Living as Missionary Disciples

This weekend we celebrate Catechetical Sunday. It is a time for us to celebrate, honor and
commission those in our community who take on the important role of teaching and handing on the
faith to our young people and those adults who seek to enter and/or become fully initiated into the
Catholic Church. We recognize in a formal way our Principal, Carol Donnelly and all her teachers in
St. Mark Catholic Academy, as well as our Director of Religious Education JoAnn Pino and all her
catechists who dedicate themselves to this critical task. And let’s not forget the parents, whom Pope
St. John Paul II said are the first and most important teachers of the faith within their family which
1s truly the “domestic church”. But it does not end there. Through our baptism, each of us is given a
share in Christ’s three-fold ministry of Priest, Prophet, and King, and each of us has the privilege,
right and duty to preach and teach the Good News by our words and by our deeds.

This year’s Catechetical Sunday theme, Living as Missionary Disciples, is one that is near
and dear to the heart of our Holy Father, Pope Francis, who has challenged all of us to live as
missionary disciples. In his encyclical Evangelii Gaudium (The Joy of the Gospel), Pope Francis
writes, “In virtue of their baptism, all the members of the People of God have become missionary
disciples.... The new evangelization calls for personal involvement on the part of each of the
baptized. Every Christian is challenged, here and now, to be actively engaged in evangelization;
indeed, anyone who has truly experienced God’s saving love does not need much time or lengthy
training to go out and proclaim that love. Every Christian is a missionary to the extent that he or she
has encountered the love of God in Christ Jesus: we no longer say that we are “disciples” and
“missionaries”, but rather that we are always “missionary disciples”.

What are the characteristics of a missionary disciple? A missionary disciple witnesses to his
or her experience of the love of God in Jesus. Filled with the joy of this love, a missionary disciple
wants to share this joy with others. This sharing requires having an inviting spirit that accepts with-
out judgment. Such openness follows the manner in which Jesus approached each individual who
crossed his path. The missionary disciple does not introduce the learner to his or her knowledge of
Jesus but acts as a guide so that each person discovers the relationship with Jesus that already exists
and flows out of one's life. We want our young people and indeed the whole world not just to know
about Jesus, but to come to know Jesus personally and intimately.

But it is difficult, if not impossible, to teach what we ourselves have not learned. Many
people feel inadequately catechized themselves and would like to grow in the knowledge and
practice of the faith. We begin this new Pastoral Year with a Parish Mission conducted by Mr. Al
Barbarino, a Lay Franciscan of the Friars of the Renewal and Knight of Columbus, this Monday and
Tuesday evening at 7:00 PM in St. Mark Church. I invite and encourage you to come join us. And
please consider coming to our adult education series, Bishop Robert Barron’s Catholicism: The
Pivotal Players. There are still five sessions left. It is only one evening a month, and the next
presentation will be on St. Francis of Assisi on his feast day, October 4. And for men 18 years of
age and older, why not join Fr. Mike’s Men’s group for fellowship and prayer which meets
Thursday evenings in the “Upper Room” above the school gym. Let’s all learn the faith, live the
faith, and share the faith as missionary disciples.
