Pastorôs Column August 4 ð 5,  2018 
 

          
ñI am the bread of life; whoever comes to me will never hunger, 

and whoever believes in me will never thirst." 

 
 

 Last weekend we heard St. John's account of the miracle of the loaves and fishes, an event which 
prefigures the gift of the Eucharist. Today, and for the rest of the Sundays in the month of August, Jesus 
himself teaches us about the Eucharist in what is called the Bread of Life discourse. It is one of the most 
important sections of Sacred Scripture because it furnishes our understanding of what the Eucharist is all about 
and why it is so essential for our spiritual well-being. Having fed the multitude, the crowd comes searching for 
Jesus, not because of the amazing sign they witnessed but to fill their bellies. Jesus tells his disciples, ñI am the 
bread of life; whoever comes to me will never hunger, and whoever believes in me shall never thirst.ò 

 
Those of us fortunate enough to live in Brooklyn, home to the best bread in all the world in my humble 

opinion, may be able to understand what Jesus means by that better than most. Bread is a particular weakness 
of mine. And whenever I am invited to visit friends in New Jersey or Long Island and I ask what I can bring, 
the answer is always the same: ñBring some of that great Brooklyn Italian bread,ò they say. Bread is among the 
oldest and most popular foods in the world. Whether it is leavened or unleavened, made into loaves or cakes, 
baked, steamed or fried in oil, bread is universal. Whatever the grain, bread occupies an important place in 
every civilization. It has exceptional nutrition value, and is the only nearly perfect product for human 
nourishment. In our Old Testament reading from the Book of Exodus, the Israelites complain to Moses that 
they would rather have died as slaves in Egypt where they had their fill of bread than to live in freedom with 
no bread to eat. So when Jesus calls himself the bread of life who will satisfy his people's hunger forever, the 
Jews were sure to listen and take notice. 

 
Hunger is a very powerful desire, but whether we realize it or not, we have a yearning that is even 

stronger and deeper than that, the hunger for God. As the great Bishop and theologian St. Augustine liked to 
say, our Creator made us with a God-shaped hole in our heart that only He can fill. Even though the crowds 
following Jesus do not fully understand what He is trying to teach them, their curiosity and their desire to be 
fed again bring them to Him. And so it is with us, who unwittingly sometimes try to fill our deepest longings 
and yearnings with all kinds of destructive things that the world tells us will make us happy: material things, 
money, sex, drugs, or power, when what we are really searching for is God. Only Jesus, who gives us his very 
self, his Body and Blood, soul and divinity in the Eucharist, can fully satisfy our deepest desires. Bodily food 
helps keep us alive in this world, but it is the spiritual food of Jesus in the Eucharist that sustains us and 
nourishes us for that supernatural life that awaits us, that life that never ends together with Him in heaven. 

 
This is why coming to Mass each weekend is so important. We gather around the table of the Lord to 

first be fed by his Word in the Sacred Scriptures, and then to be nourished by his Body and Blood in Holy 
Communion. Having Jesus inside of us, to become a part of us, strengthens us and changes us and transforms 
us in ways we cannot fully comprehend to become more like Him. If only our fellow Catholic brothers and 
sisters who no longer come to Mass regularly truly understood what the Eucharist is all about and why it is so 
very important to our salvation, our churches would be filled to overflowing. So instead of just bringing that 
delicious Brooklyn bread to our friends, letôs invite them to come share the Bread of Life with us at Mass.

    St. Therese of Jesus is known as the Little Flower. Though 
she died a cloistered sister at the very young age of twenty-
four, and had no formal education in theology, she is among the 
Doctors of the Church. 

     Born at Alencon in Normandy, France in 1873, Marie 
Frances Therese Martin entered the Carmelite Sisters of Lisieux 
in 1889 at fifteen years of age, though she had petitioned to 
enter even earlier. The story of those nine years as a cloistered 
sister is told in her autobiography, Story of a Soul, a spiritual 
masterpiece in which she describes her ñLittle Wayò -- doing 
small things for others with great love. Her spirituality inspired 
our modern-day saint Mother Teresa of Calcutta in her work 
with the poorest of the poor. Every line in Story of a Soul is 
marked by the artless simplicity of a literary genius, so that 
even when translated from its musical French into mechanical 
English, it still reads with the rhythm of a prose poem. 

     St. Therese borrowed from the great Carmelite mystic St. 
John of the Cross, who said that ñlove is repaid by love alone.ò 
She endured inconveniences and sufferings while in her 
cloistered community not with unpleasantness and sullenness, 
but with joyfulness, with a desire for the salvation of souls. She 
would also come to know great physical suffering in her short 
lifetime, and it can be said that her heart found courage to 
endure hours and days of bitterness that few saints have been 
privileged to undergo. She took to heart and applied the 
mysterious words of St. Paul: ñFar be it from me to glory save 
in the Cross of my Lord Jesus Christ, by which I am crucified 
to the world and the world is crucified to me. I fill up those 
things that are wanting in the sufferings of Christ for His 
members.ò 

     St. Thereseôs ñLittle Wayò can be succinctly described as 
the love of God as Father, expressed in child-like simplicity 
and trust, and a deep understanding of the mystery of the Cross, 
resulting in doing small, even insignificant, things with great 
love. 

     Having lost her own mother at an early age, her spirituality 
also incorporated the vivid realization of the spiritual 
Motherhood of Mary, the Mother of God, Queen of Heaven, 
and our own loving Mother. Just before passing away from 
painful, agonizing tuberculosis on September 30, 1897, St. 
Therese penned her last poem, óWhy I Love You, Mary:ô 

     O you who came to smile on me, at the dawn of lifeôs 
beginning,     Come once again to smile on meé. Mother! 
     The night is nigh. I fear no more your majesty, so far 
removed above me, for I have suffered much with you; 
     Now hear me, Mother mild! 
     O let me tell you, face to face, dear Mary, how I love you; 
     And say to you forevermore: I am your little child. 

St. Thereseôs feast day is October 1; she is celebrated as the 
patroness of the missions.
